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Commitment in Action: Conscious Life Expo 2007  

 

Every year, Los Angeles hosts the Conscious Life Expo, a gathering of people focused on 
alternative health issues and different ideas about everything under the sun: food, healing, 
artwork, and even religion.  UBLA has staffed a booth there for many years, inviting ques-
tions about the Urantia Book from attendees who are seeking what they canôt find from tra-
ditional religions.

book in 1993: at the Whole Life Expo in 
Pasadena.  ñSo I've felt sort of indebted 
to those Urantians who introduced me 
to the Book,ò she concludes. 
 
The Whelans talk to hundreds of people 
at the Expo every year, and the 2007 
event on February 9-12 at the Los Ange-
les Airport Hilton was no exception.  They gave everyone a copy of the Table of Contents 
with the web site where the Urantia Book could be read or downloaded for listening. They 
also sold twenty copies of The Urantia Book, fourteen copies of the Fellowship's ñLife after 
Deathò brochure, and eleven copies of The Urantia Book on DVD.
